SAINTS OF PAKISTAN

Saint i1s an English word for wali. Wali is an
Arabic word whose literal meanings include
“custodian”, “saint”, “Protector” etc. It is most commonly
used by Muslims to indicate an Islamic saint, otherwise
referred to by more literal friend of God. Saints played
an important role in spreading Islam throughout the
world.

In every part of Pakistan there are shrines of such
saints. In Lahore, are shrines of Data Gunj Buksh and
Mian Mir Sahib. In Pak Patan lived and died Baba
Fareed. In Multan is the shrine of Ghous Baha-ul-Hagq.
