CENTRAL IDEA:

Ralph Walds Emerson tells that the
strength of nation depends upon the brave and
courageous people. It does not depend upon wealth
or material resources. The brave and hardworking
men make a nation pillar deep and strong.

SUMMARY

Ralph Waldo Emerson tells us the secret
of a nation's strength in the poem. The poet says
that a nation becomes strong by its people and not
by its wealth. However, these people must possess
certain good qualities. They must be truth ful and
honourable. They must be hardworking and bold.
For the sake of truth and honour. They are ready to
face all hardships and difficulties. They are ready to
fight with all the challenger and they never run
away from dangers or for the sake of their lives.
