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Diet plays the most important role in the stage of
childhood Growing children are very active. So, they

constantly need good food. They should make sure that the
food which is given to them is the right food and it has all
the nutrients in it.
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A healthy diet means a complete diet with all the

necessary food items. We have divided these food items

into different groups. Children need to eat some portion
from each group daily.
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Vegetable group:

Vegetable group includes leaf green and starchy
vegetables, beans and peas. A balanced diet should
include 15-20 percent of food items from this group.
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Fruit Group:
This group of our diet includes fruits and their

juices. A child should use 15-20 percent of this food items
from this group in a day.
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Cereal Group:

Cereal group includes bread, pasta, cereals and rice.

A child must include at least 20-25 percent of these items
in his diet.
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Milk Group:

This group includes milk, cheese and yogurt. It is
necessary for a child to use 10-15 percent of these food
items.
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Meat Group:
Meat, poultry, fish, dry beans and eggs are included
in this group. A healthy diet should include 10-15 percent
of food items from this group.
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Fats, oils and Sweets:

Sources of fats are dairy products, meat, coconut
and peanuts. They also include palm, olive, sunflower,
soyabean and cotton seeds oils. A child should not contain
fats more than 10 percent. Children should also know that

two third of their bodies are made up of water. They should
drink 8-10 glasses of water to remain healthy.
